Role of the In School Coordinator for the BC Fruit & Vegetable Program

The BC Fruit & Vegetable Nutritional Program delivers one serving of a fruit or veggie to schools approximately every second week free of charge.  Produce comes clean and ready to eat.
Duties include:

· confirmation of the delivery of the produce (has been on Tuesdays, dates are posted on website)

· storage and prep of produce according to Foodsafe storage specification (available on the program website but the coordinator needs to have Foodsafe level 1).  Produce comes clean and ready to eat but some needs to be refrigerated until serving.

· provide in school distribution of produce(has been delivered to classrooms on Wed mornings in the past)

· report problems or concerns to the school contact

· be aware of any food allergies by distributing a reverse consent form to all families before first delivery of the year (can be attached to the first newsletter sent home from the school and one is on file)
